Coppin State has opened its new home
for its men’s and women’s basketball
programs. The Physical Education
Complex opened its doors during an
interstate matchup against Morgan
State on Dec. 5. Though the Eagles
were not victorious against the
conference’s defending champion,
3,189 CSU fans braved difficult weather
to cheer for their teams. Coppin State
joins Florida A&M University, who also
revealed a state-of-the-art basketball
facility last year. The Florida A&M
Rattlers christened its new $40 million
men’s and women’s basketball arena
last April (2009). FAMU’s Multipurpose
Center and Teaching Gym seats more
than 9,500 fans.
